All data collected, whether personal, game-related, or performance-based, remains the 

property of DigiWrist Technology, Inc. This includes any information stored on the 

application, either locally or on a server. 

We reserve the right to use this data for:

• Sale or distribution of aggregated data to partners, sports organizations, or aSiliates 

Your information will not be sold individually without your consent, unless anonymized or 

aggregated to protect individual identities. 

4. Sharing Your Information 

We may share your information: 

• With service providers who help us operate our services (e.g., data storage 

providers, analytics partners) 

• In anonymized or aggregated form with sports organizations, third-party analytics 

providers, or aSiliates for performance evaluation 

• With law enforcement or regulatory authorities if required by law 

• With third parties, but only with your explicit consent, unless anonymized 

5. Retention of Data 

We retain personal information and game data as long as it is necessary to fulfill the 

purposes outlined in this policy or as required by law. When the information is no longer 

needed, we will take steps to delete, anonymize, or securely archive it. 

6. Security of Your Information 

We use robust security measures, including encryption, access control, and regular 

security audits, to protect your information from unauthorized access or disclosure. 



However, no security system is completely foolproof, and we cannot guarantee the security 

of your data. 

7. Parental Consent (if applicable) 

If you are under the age of 18, parental or guardian consent is required for the collection 

and processing of your data. We take special care to ensure the privacy of minors' 

information.

By using our products and services, players, coaches, and teams consent to the collection 

and use of game-related data for performance tracking, feedback, and analytical purposes.
